First Thursday and Friday Devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus

In 1673, a French nun hamed Margaret Mary Alacoque had visions of Jesus, where he asked the
Church to honor His Most Sacred Heart. In particular, Jesus asked the faithful to “receive Communion
on the First Fridays, for nine consecutive months.” The request was connected to a specific promise
made to all who venerated and promoted devotion to the Sacred Heart. After Margaret Mary’s death,
the First Friday practice steadily spread in the Church — endorsed by popes and promoted by saints
— but it greatly increased in popularity when Margaret Mary was canonized a saint in 1920 by Pope
Benedict XV.

In order to make the First Friday devotion, we are asked to go to Mass, confession and receive Holy
Communion with the intention of honoring Christ’s Sacred Heart.

Jesus promises the grace of final repentance: they will not die in my displeasure, nor without receiving
the sacraments; and my heart will be their secure refuge in that last hour.” This means that if a person
faithfully receives communion for nine consecutive months on First Fridays, Jesus will grant that
person extra graces at the time of their death, making it possible to repent of their sins and receive
the last rites (if needed).

In anticipation and preparation, we will be having adoration on Thursday, September 2 from 8 pm-
10:30 pm. Please join us and pray for your families.

August 1, 2021 - 18th Sunday in Ordinary Time
“Each day the people are to go out and gather their daily
portion; thus will | test them, to see whether they follow my
instructions or not.” Exodus 16:4
When the Israelites gathered more than their daily portion of
manna, the surplus became wormy and rotten.
