A NOTE FROM SOCIAL JUSTICE:

It was one generation ago when my father and his parents
came to Canada as 'displaced persons' from eastern Europe.
Now people who flee their country of origin are called
'refugees'. I wonder how my family was treated when they
came? Were they laughed at because of their accent? Were
they disparaged because they did not come from an English-
speaking country? Were they blamed for the state of Canada
at that time?

Joseph fled with his family — his wife, Mary, and newborn
baby Jesus - away from the killing that was taking place in
Bethlehem. Joseph did what he needed to do to get his family
out of danger. At the time of Jesus' birth and through time
to now, aggressors kill the children, the religious leaders and
the educators first in order to seize control of the people and
riches of a region or country for their personal gain.
Refugees flee from danger and possible death. Finding a
home in a new country is heartbreaking and exciting.
Challenges arise — learning a different language, missing
home, leaving family in precarious situations back home and
trying to find work. Pope Francis speaks of the plight and
flight of refugees.

Let us respond with charity with people who have had to flee
their homeland.
