A Word About Trauma…

Trauma and associated words are being used more now 
than ever.

The term depression was derived from the Latin verb 
deprimere, “to press down.” From the 14th century, “to 
depress” meant to subjugate or to bring down in spirits. In 
the 15 century, as meaning dejection, a state of sadness, 
a sinking of spirits. In 1905 it became psychology and 
was used in 1826 with a speci昀椀c application. Depression 
is common globally; it is estimated that 5% of adults su昀昀er 
from the disorder. It is characterized by persistent sadness 
and a lack of interest or pleasure in previously rewarding 
or enjoyable activities.
